The diploma is established by the Public Association “Association of Radio Amateurs of the
Turkestan Region” (PA “ARTO”) of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

To obtain the diploma, it is necessary to score 1,600 points between March 1 and December 31,
2026, for radio contacts with members of the Public Association “Association of Radio Amateurs
of the Turkestan Region,” radio amateurs from the city of Shymkent and the Turkestan Region
(callsign suffix begins with N), from the city of Almaty and the Almaty Region (callsign suffix
begins with G or Q), and from the city of Taraz and the Zhambyl Region (callsign suffix begins
with T).

Contacts made on all amateur HF bands (including WARC bands) using any emission mode

same band using different emission modes (CW, SSB, Digital). All digital modes count as
Digital, and SSB, AM, and FM count as Phone.

Points for contacts made on the 160-meter band and VHF are doubled.

Diploma: “South Kazakhstan” The Great Silk Road

The Great Silk Road stretched across continents approximately 1,500 to 2,000
years ago, symbolizing global interaction between the East and the West. Its
heyday spanned from the 2nd century BC to the 8th century AD, when bustling
trade routes connected the distant civilizations of China and the Mediterranean.
The southern regions of modern-day Kazakhstan played a key role in this ancient
communication network, serving as a bridge between cultures and peoples.

Numerous caravans of camels and horses, laden with silk, spices, precious stones,
and handicrafts, traveled through fertile river valleys and picturesque mountain
passes. Thriving fortified cities emerged here, developing into centers of cultural
exchange and commerce. Among them, some of the most ancient settlements stand
out, such as Taraz, located at the intersection of major trade routes and renowned
for its bazaars and jewelry workshops.
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Another important city, Shaugar (modern-day Shymkent), served as a vital rest and
resupply stop for traders. The majestic city of Yasy (now Turkestan) attracted
merchants with its rich markets, offering goods from every corner of the world.
Although the modern city of Almaty was established relatively recently, its
territory boasts a long history; the Almaty Valley was anciently known for its
fertile soil and strategic location on the Silk Road.

Award Requirements

The diploma was established by the Public Association “Association of Radio
Amateurs of the Turkestan Region” (PA “ARATR”) of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

To earn the diploma, participants must accumulate 1,600 points between March 1
and December 31, 2026, through radio contacts with members of PA “ARATR”
and radio amateurs from the following regions:
