70+ anniversary of the Ural Radiotechnical College in honor of A.S. Popov

During the Second World War a lot of factories related to the radiotechnical
industry were transferred to the Ural region. For this reason the educational
establishments of such area were needed. As a result Sverdlovsk’s Radiotechnical
School was founded on the basis of industrial technical school.

In February of 1952 the Radiotechnical School commenced.

Our graduates were sent to factories of all big cities of the Soviet Union from
Moscow and Riga on the west to Komsomolsk-on-Amur on the east. They were
radiotricians, experts in radiolocation, PC operators.

In 1959 , in the year of 100* anniversary of A.S.Popov, for good training of the
graduates the Ural Radiotechnical School was named in honor of A.S.Popov. Our
college was a basis for the Ministry of the Radiotechnical Industry.
